1.1 Prerequisites

You can select specific groups of students to apply different features. Simply click on a student card to
select it. For example, you can select two students and enable the Filter Web feature, then select two
additional students and enable the Attention feature.

You can cycle through students and the menu by using the Tab key. To select a certain menu item or a

student, use the Enter key.
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3 Connect/Dismiss the Students
3.1 Connect Students to Class

Make sure that you meet the following prerequisites:

{1 Students are not connected to a different Vision session

1 Teachers' and students' external IP should be the same or in the same IP range (you obtain this by
applying the 255.255.0.0  mask - the first 2 bytes from the external IP should be the same)
The Vision Student app is installed on their device
The Vision Student extension is not mandatory; it is recommended for it to be installed (if it is not

installed, some features do not work)

When the teacher starts the class, all the students from the class connect automatically to it. A
notification is displayed on each studentds Chr ome

and/or audio.

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When students click on the Share button, you can see their screens. If the students do not accept the
request to share their screens, only a preview of their active Chrome tab is displayed. The preview has

an exclamation point displayed as displayed here.

NOTE: The notification is displayed only if the students didn& previously accept the share screen
request. If the student dismisses the notification, it pops-up again and prevents the student from using
the Chromebook until they accept the request to share.

Students can be dismissed from a class so that they can join a different class.
To dismiss one or more students, proceed as follows:

1. Select the student(s).

2. From the feature-focused toolbar, click on the More ( : ) button.

3. Click on the Dismiss from classroom button.

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If the students you dismiss are moving to a different class, they can join that class once it starts. To

bring the students back into your class, select them, click on the More (%) button, then click on the
Recall to classroom button.

NOTE: If the class restarts it resets the dismissed status and, if the students are not in another class,
they automatically join yours.

Use Case: Group of Advanced Students

The Dismiss student feature is useful in situations where students have different work rates or require

different levels of instructions.

Letbdébs say 5 students in your class are far ahead of

subject. They are going to be pulled out for advanced instruction with a different teacher.

To move them to their new advanced class, proceed as follows:
1. Start the class.
2. During your class, select the 5 students and dismiss them from class.

3. Teacher B can now start the class and the students join automatically.

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4 Class options

Vision allows you to customize how your class is displayed:

1

Zoom levels: You can choose the size of the student cards in the Teacher console, through three
zoom levels. Cycle through zoom levels by using the Ctrl key in combination with the + or i keys
(for larger and smaller cards respectively), or with the mouse wheel.

Arrange student screens: You can move student cards by dragging and dropping them to your
preferred position. The arrangement remains the way you left it until the next time you rearrange it.

Other options are available by clicking on the More (ﬂ) button.

This is useful if your
students are absent and you want to remove them from your view.

Show student names and photos: if disabled, a simplified version of the student is displayed (no

name and photo). You can still hover or select the student card to display the student's name.

To view the student screens in real-time and in a larger window, you can use the Live View feature by

clicking on the icon in the selection toolbar or by clicking on the Live View (.) button from the feature-
focused toolbar (when a student card is selected).

You can maximize a window by clicking on the O putton from the Live View window and restore its

size by tapping on the ' putton. You can also activate the full-screen mode, by using the
corresponding key on your device (Fullscreen key on your Chromebook, F11 on a Windows device). By

default, tablets display full-screen windows.
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Multiple windows can be opened at the same time by applying the Live View feature to a selection of
multiple students.
